Madison County Senior Citizen Advisory Board members Ron Paige, Kayte Simpson, Janet Doornbos, Shirly Sand and Lynn Foreman and met in Hollowtop Senior Center Others attending were Ralph Sand (Sheridan Senior Center), Dave Blank (Senior bus driver), and Kaleena Miller (MSU Extension Agent).

President Janet Doornbos called the meeting to order at 11:00 A.M.

The minutes from the November 18, 2021 were approved as written.

Jane handed out the financial reports from the Madison County Finance Department. $387,278.00 is the current cash on hand.   

Old Business

Janet reminded the board that budgets will soon be due.  A discussion of the rising costs for food and transportation ensued. Ralph made a motion that a one-time distribution of $10,000.00 be made to each the four senior centers to cover these costs.  Janet talked to Vicki on the phone and it is possible for the commissioners to reset the budget to give that extra amount to each center.  Ron questioned if he could give Twin Bridges extra funding to other centers if Twin did not need it. Another question arose about using the extra dollars for anything or just for the food budget.


New Business

Kaleena Miller gave a presentation on keeping seniors active.  She is trained and has all the props (weights, mats, etc.) and can provide seniors with ten, one-hour sessions to keep seniors active and moving.  Also, she can do soil testing.  Her business card was handed out so she can be contacted for more information.   

Dave gave the bus report.  He has been asked by the Amish if he can use the senior bus to drive them to religious services on Sundays.  It would be a 12-hour workday. Liability and costs were questioned.  The county commissioners will need to make the decision about using the senior bus for non senior activities.  Also, the board needs to address how to charge senior centers for the cost of using the bus for their extracurricular excursions.   The center involved must pay for the county’s expense but how will that be handled? 

Reports from Centers

Kayte reported that Pony is serving lunch 3 times a week during the winter months.  The requested donation is $3.50 for members and $5.00 for guests.  Renovations are still in progress.

Lynn reported that Ennis take outs are still very strong and the daily number of meals is unpredictable--- from 5 to 40 per day equaling about 1,200 meals each month.  The requested donation is $5.00 but 20% seem unable to pay. A mahjong group meets to play in the center.  

The VC Café is serving seniors from 11:00 to 3:00 from off the menu on Tuesday and Thursday.  Janet reported the usually 12 seniors are involved and pay $4.00. $6.00 per meal comes out of the senior budget and remains under the $6000.00 budgeted for them.

Sheridan serves @ 60 meals each day. Shirley reported that the $4.00 meal donation will be raised to $5.00.  $30,000 has be put aside for the exercise room addition.

Ron reported that Twin Bridges is serving 12 to 35 lunches in house and 20 to 30 take outs.  The operate on Monday. Wednesday and Friday and request $4.00 per meal. Other groups use the center at no charge, but they usually donate $25.00.
